Daily food and 
personal purchases are on your own.  Your passport, if you do not already possess one, will cost $100.  Team members 
are encouraged to raise support to cover trip costs and will receive training and coaching.  Last year everyone who raised 
support raised more than was needed!

Team members will be advised of 
all appropriate vaccinations and we always purchase 
evacuation insurance.  As with any large city, care must be 
taken concerning pickpockets, but the drug-related violence 
you’ve heard about recently has been taking place many 
hundreds of miles north, along the US—Mexico border.  
Your team leaders have years of foreign experience and 
are taking every reasonable precaution to minimize risk.
